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Guidelines for Paper Presentations

We are seeking papers on the conference theme of core ‘competences’ with an emphasis on one or more of the following:
 
· Researching and sharing practice in teacher education 
· Enabling innovation and creativity in the teacher education and school curriculum and pedagogy
· Meeting new challenges  for ESD/GC in a changing world
· Developing ‘competences’ through subjects


We welcome proposals from teacher educators in universities and schools , NGOs, researchers, policy makers and people engaged in educational organisations. Papers can be research, practice, policy  or perspectives focussed or a combination of these. Papers should raise critical reflections in relation to practice or research and should situate the work in policy/theoretical contexts.



Proposals for papers should include the following:
1. Title of paper
1. Names of presenters
1. Name and address of institution
1. Contact details including email address and telephone number
1. An outline of the paper clearly indicating which area you are focussing
1. 5 key words for the paper


Proposals should be between 300-400 words and submitted by 24 February 2012. Proposals will be peer reviewed by a sub -committee of the network Steering Group.



You will be informed as to whether your proposal has been accepted for the conference by 30 march 2012 . If you are successful you will then be asked to submit the paper by email by 15 June 2012. Papers should be no more than 2,500 words.
The paper should have the following:
1. Abstract 
1. Introduction – context setting 
1. Conclusions
1. References/bibliography- the Harvard Referencing system should be used.
1. Sub headings bold, lower case same font
1. Quotations indented and italic no quotation marks


 Please use Ariel, 12pt, 1.5 spaced text using Microsoft Word. 

Please bring sufficient hard copies for the participants in your session. Papers will be published in the conference proceedings.
