Guidelines for Papers

1. Should address one of the following areas:

· Perspectives on ESD/GC: thoughts, challenges and tensions

· Researching the impact of ESD/GC ITE provision on beginning  teachers

· Developing criticality through practice

Proposals for papers should include the following:

1. Title of paper

2. Names of presenters

3. Name and address of institution

4. Contact details including email address and telephone number

5. An outline of the paper clearly indicating which area you are focussing

6. 5 key words for the paper

Proposals should be between 300-400 words and submitted  by 27 February 2009. Proposals should be sent by email ahsccci@lsbu.ac.uk . Proposals will be reviewed by a sub committee of the network Steering Group.

You will be informed as to whether your proposal has been accepted for the conference by 27 March 2009.  If you are successful you will then be asked to submit the paper by email by 19 June 2009. Papers should be no more than 2,500 words.
The paper should have the following:
· Abstract 

· Introduction – context setting 

· Conclusions

· References/bibliography- the Harvard Referencing system should be used.
· Sub headings bold, lower case same font

· Quotations indented and italic no quotation marks

 Please use Times New Roman font, 12pt, 1.5 spaced text using Microsoft Word. 
Please bring sufficient hard copies for the participants in your session. Papers will be published in the conference proceedings.
