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Examples of gist questions:

What do you predict the text will be about?
What appears to be the main theme/argument of the text?
Does there appear to be a focused research area, if yes, what?

Examples of focused reading cues/question:

What is the purpose of the research?
Identify three main points. 
Is the author against or in favour of…?  

Examples of reviewing questions:

What information do you think came before or after the part of the text you read? 
What information do you think requires more details?
What was the main point of discussion in your section?
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
